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The	problem

• Most	farmers	lack	access	to	good	information	that	would	help	them	
mitigate	postharvest	loss
• New	information	and	communication	technologies	(ICTs)	offer	
innovative	ways	to	reach	farmers
• One	approach	is	“Scientific	Animations	Without	Borders	(SAWBO)	
http://sawbo-animations.org a	system	to	create	educational	materials	
in	a	form	of	animations	translated	into	local	languages	and	deploy	
through	mobile	phones	as	an	alternative	method	to	reach	farmers



One	example	on	how	to	mitigate	postharvest	
loss:	Jerrican storage	technique



Why	this	approach?

• Usually	extension	agents	are	in	short	supply	and	they	often	lack	resources	to	
travel	extensively.
• Extension	agents	know	local	conditions	and	people,	and	can	adapt	message	
to	them
• Extension	agents	have	access	to	smartphones	and	they	can	download	
educational	materials	to	use	in	their	educational	programs



Findings	from	SAWBO

• Video	Animation	in	local	language.
• Very	effective	in	getting	attention	and	creating	excitement	about	message.
• Excellent	for	illiterate	women.
• Requires	tablet,	pico projector/smartphone,	etc.
• Best	for	situations	where	there	is	a	general	message	that	can	be	shared	in	
many	countries/languages
• SAWBO	scientific	validity	information	is	a	plus
